
On February 17, 2009 

Governor Sebelius signed 

the 2009 rescission bill 

with the exception of the 

following six items which 

were vetoed:   
 

1) Debt restructuring for 

KPERS Debt Service.  

Before debt restructuring 

can occur, the action 

must be approved by the 

State Finance Council.  

The Council had not met 

to approve the action by 

the time the bill was 

signed so the provision 

was vetoed. 
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2) Reduce base state aid 

per pupil by $33.  The 

bill, as approved by the 

House and Senate re-

duced state base aid per 

pupil by $66.   

 

3) Eliminate the reduc-

tion of special education 

funding and continue at 

current levels. 

 

4) The $2.9 million trans-

fer from the State General 

Fund to the Wichita Cen-

ter for Graduate Medical 

Education. 

 

5) The $2.8 million trans-

fer limit from the State 

General Fund to the 

Health Care Stabilization 

Fund. 

 

6) The transfer of $39 

million from the State 

General Fund to the Kan-

sas Bioscience Author-

ityôs Bioscience Develop-

ment and Investment 

Fund.  Governor Se-

beliusôs veto limits the 

transfer to the Bioscience 

Authority to $35 million 

for FY 2009. 

Federal Stimulus 

On Wednesday, March 4, 

Chris Whatley, Director 

of the Council of State 

Governments, will be 

giving an overview of 

federal stimulus funds to 

the House Appropriations 

Committee and Senate 

Ways and Means Com-

mittee.  I will be closely 

engaged with my col-

leagues over the coming 

weeks as we assess the 

federal stimulus in rela-

tion to our FY 2010 Kan-

sas Budget.

Senate Bill (SB) 74 passed 

38 to 20 on Thursday, Feb-

ruary 26.  SB 74 amends 

existing cash-basis law by 

creating an exception for 

school districts when late 

general or supplemental 

general state aid payments 

cause expenditures to ex-

ceed revenues.  The bill 

allows the state to make the 

final state aid payment for 

the 2008-2009 school year 

to school districts after June 

30.  

In current law, the delayed 

payment would force school 

districts to violate cash-basis 

law and require them to 

note the violation.  How-

ever, there is no sunset in 

the bill, allowing the provi-

sion to be on-going in na-

ture.  

On Thursday, February 26 the Senate Judiciary Commit-

tee began hearings on Senate Bill 208 which, if adopted, 

would abolish the death penalty effective July 1, 2009.  For 

those individuals sentenced to death before July 1, 2009, 

the original death penalty would still apply. 

 

In 1994, Kansas re-enacted the death penalty but an execu-

tion has not been carried out in the state since 1965.  Cur-

rently, eleven- (11) persons have been sentenced to death 

in Kansas. 

 

Proponents believe that abolishing the death penalty 

would result in significant savings to the state and point to 

statistics which state the estimated cost of a death sentence 

case is approximately 70 percent more than non-death 

penalty cases. 

 

Others believe that abolishing the death penalty would 

remove a plea bargaining tool from District Attorney's and 

that the cost of a death sentence offers little savings from a 

lesser sentence such as voluntary manslaughter. 

 

Obviously these two arguments are void of the moral ques-

tion.

The Kansas Autism Task 
Force enjoyed a legislative 
victory with the unanimous 
passage of Senate Bill 83 
that would reestablish the 
Kansas Autism Task Force 
which expired December 
31, 2008.  The measure 
passed with a vote of 40-0 
and has gone to the House 
where it is assigned to the 
House Health and Human 
Services Committee. 

Reestablishing the task 
force will allow it to con-
tinue to study, conduct 
hearings and offer recom-
mendations to the Kansas 
Legislature relating to the 
needs of and services for 
persons with autism. The 
20-member task force, cre-
ated in 2007, is comprised 
of a statutorily required 
blend of legislators, behav-
ioral professionals who spe-
cialize in autism, university 
faculty specializing in au-
tism, a certified behavioral 
analyst who specializes in 
autism, special education 
teachers and parents with 
children who have autism. 

The Kansas Autism Task 
Force has done some won-
derful work in its brief exis-
tence, and we all know 
there is much more to be

Dr. Bill Craig, Chair of the 
Kansas Autism Task Force, 
stated that the Senateôs 
passage of SB 83 represents 
a recognition of the crisis 
which autism is creating for 
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an increasing number of 
Kansas families. SB 83 ex-
tends the tenure of the 
Kansas Autism Task Force 
for an additional year 
which will give the Task 
Force the needed time to 
complete its important 
work. In particular this 
time will be spent fine tun-
ing a set of guidelines for 
best practice in the treat-
ment of autism.  The Task 
Force will continue to ad-
vocate for measures which 
strengthen the options for 
families with autism espe-
cially the availability of 
early intervention which 
has proven to be effective 
in reducing the lifelong 
impact of this disorder.
